Excellent in every respect – a five star hotel which really lives up to its billing in every way…..and we don’t often lavish praise like that on any establishment. Situated on the A470 between Llanrwst and Betws – y – Coed, the hotel lives up to its name (‘the mansion on the rocks’ in the Welsh language) and is approached up a long private drive. Parking is easy in the large car park and entry into the main house eased by one of the staff who previously worked at Buckingham Palace.

Ushered into one of the lounges we were soon seated in elegant surroundings and holding drinks together with an interesting and inviting menu. This former Edwardian manor house has recently been refurbished to a very high standard in all its areas and boasts a music room and music room bar, a small dining room and a splendid garden room with an equally impressive conservatory area full of orchids.
Waiting to be taken to our chosen dining area we spotted two large sheep near the fireplace – works of art, of course – and heard the sound of a harp…played by a local harpist to add atmosphere as we dined. Here, it seems, music is part of the dining experience on a Sunday at lunchtime…and very good music it was too.

Having made our choices from the quite extensive menu our food soon arrived – and was just as delicious as we had expected. Each course was carefully tailored and constructed to be especially tasty and the unobtrusive but attentive service matched the quality of the food.

We spent a delightful time over the meal and then took coffee in the conservatory area, marvelling at the orchids and the impressive views over the surrounding countryside in equal measure.

We always like to think that you might be prepared to make a special journey to visit a place we recommend as highly as this – and we certainly hope you will visit Plas Maenan…though a reservation first would be a good idea at busy times.

Style, courtesy and good food are rarely found in these days, but we found it aplenty here and will soon return to feast again….and at very reasonable prices too!
