Visiting the lovely little port of Mevagissey in Cornwall is rather like stepping back in time in some respects, with its narrow streets, interesting shops and beautiful (working) harbour.

We nearly stepped back in another way, however, as we followed the sign for harbour parking and found only a few feet between our car and the harbour itself….better to park in the town centre car park and take a short walk instead.

The village itself deserves much more comment than we give it here, so try elsewhere on the site later…but by now we were getting hungry and wanted to find a good meal. Situated right next to the harbour is the Quay West restaurant which also offers a café menu…and it was this that we decided to try.

We selected a table at the front of the restaurant and gave our orders to the friendly staff so that while we waited we could take note of the comfortable décor of the scene inside and the workings of a real harbour just outside the window.

After just a few minutes our food arrived and it was as we had hoped – large in portion, very well prepared and piping hot – so it didn’t last very long at all. This is also the place that many locals use for early morning meals, so unsurprisingly a number of them also ate at the same time as ourselves and like us were well satisfied.
Prices in places like this can sometimes be inflated…but not here, where value for money was the watchword and good meals were relatively cheap. Sadly we did not have time to sample some of their fish menu, but given the location we feel sure that everything would be fresh and equally tasty.

Mevagissey is somewhere you really should visit….and you should make part of your visit a stop at the Quay West…..call in and enjoy!
