This is one which we’ve included and provisionally recommended because it got better as the meal went on. Driving from The M6 motorway junction on an A road towards Southport, we passed through the pretty village of Parbold and at the top of the next rise, came to Newburgh, a village of some history and some old buildings. Stopping to get more information we called in to the Red Lion.

This place, with its own car park and pleasant exterior seemed almost deserted at first, though it did fill up later. Initial impressions weren’t very favourable, as the staff seemed more interested in their conversations than the customers. Having placed a food order we waited for a little while and when the food arrived it was good pub grub, but without anything else to recommend it.

This then is somewhere you could visit without a problem, but also without high expectations – and certainly there are many better places within five miles if there is that special occasion. 

As the meal progressed things seemed to get more into line and the hotel became an ordinary place serving the type of food one might expect.
