High in the hills in the beautiful and scenic area around Lake Vinuela and in the village of La Vinuela itself, you will find the restaurant shown above. It has to be stated at the outset that we only came to visit this place as we were taken there by relatives living nearby in this part of Spain who know and love the place…and how right they were.
Arriving in the late evening in a thunderstorm wasn’t the best way to see the area, but following the route isn’t really too bad as the village is small and there are only two restaurants in the whole place….if in doubt consult the ubiquitous Google Earth or a local map.

Parking is on-street and can be limited, though parking regulations here seem to be very relaxed or non-existent, so we were able to park opposite the restaurant itself.
 Entering the building, we stayed for a while in the small bar/lounge area before being shown into the quite large and comfortable dining area, well set out for our party and with typical Spanish décor.

The restaurant staff (and owners) are Spanish speaking only, but are well used to visitors from the UK (several were present during our visit), so communication is not a problem. The welcome we received was warm and friendly in any language – even after I borrowed some spectacles from the owner so that I could read the menu…and then forgot to return them after giving our order!
This is somewhere that has real character and good food at very reasonable prices – and like many restaurants in Spain is open for long hours, our meal not beginning until about 10pm and finishing after 1am…..and throughout the hardworking staff made light of our demands and provided very good service and quality food.
The menu is varied and includes traditional Spanish dishes to suit all pockets and tastes, with the menu of the day being especially good value for money. All of the dishes have an element of true Spanish cuisine, so one gets a true taste of the region….and very good it is too, as evidenced by the large party of UK diners who were staying not too far away.

Overall this is somewhere you must visit – although you will need to take a detour to do so – as it offers something really special which you will not want to miss.
