Ness Botanical Gardens, part of the University of Liverpool’s remit, is well known for the beauty of its flowers and plants and for the range and diversity of its environments.

We called to examine some of these features but were rather deterred by the rainy weather on the day of our visit and so spent some time in the visitor centre and the Roses café. As may be seen from the picture above the facility is modern and very well cared for, so the café surroundings are airy and light, with room for quite a lot of visitors.

Parking was easy in the ample car park of the Gardens, and access to the café first class in all respects. We spent a little time looking at the goods on offer in the adjacent shopping area and then moved over to the café for a snack.
This is set out as a self-service establishment with a range of cold and hot food available, most of it using local produce from the Wirral areas nearby. As a place for a snack or light meal it proved to be very good and it provided food at reasonable prices for those visiting the Gardens.

We could not try the full range of food on offer, but what we ate was of good quality and well worth the cost involved.

Certainly we would recommend that you call here to both view the Gardens and to try the café thereafter – it will be a good day out, as it was for us.
