Situated in the pretty village of Rossett, just off the main A483 Chester to North Wales road, the Rossett Hall Hotel and Oscars Restaurant are places you should not pass by. Parking is easy in the large hotel car park just off the main village road.
Built in 1750 by a local businessman who went on to become the mayor of London in1790 the hotel has the style and appearance one might expect following its conversion to business use in the 1970s.

We called in towards the end of a busy afternoon because we noticed the building (now part of the Best Western hotel group) and a sign which said that Oscars Restaurant was open for food all day: Now signs such as these often flatter to deceive, but not in this case. Despite the fact that we were the only customers at this very off-peak time, we were made welcome by friendly and helpful staff in the comfortable lounge area and our tiredness soon evaporated.
Choosing from the quite extensive menu took a short time and there was a further short wait as our meals were individually prepared, but the time was spent looking at the pleasant décor and furnishings of the adjacent restaurant and soon passed.
When the food arrived it was just as it should be, carefully presented and using many local ingredients from this predominantly farming area. The flavours were full and clean, with each blending into a well thought out whole to produce a very satisfying meal.

Overall, the impression given was of  high efficiency and standards so we shall certainly call again – especially as we noted that events such as ‘Murder Mystery Weekends’ and other entertainments were a regular feature…just right in a setting such as this.

The cost was very reasonable in all respects and we went on our way to tour the historic Cheshire areas of Holt and Farndon with the knowledge that we had obtained very good value for money. Try it for yourselves and see.
