Directed by someone who knew the pub and the area well, we passed from the A5 through winding lanes until reaching this picturesque inn on the banks of the River Severn. This is an example of local knowledge being very valuable, for though it is off the beaten track the inn was crowded…and not just with people from the nearby (associated) caravan park.

The original pub building goes back to the 1770s, but modern wooden extension buildings and an external seating area have more than doubled its capacity. Entering the main building we could plainly see the character of the place, with its low ceilings, smallish rooms and an air of solidity permeating the whole structure.
We were here only for a drink and not for a meal, but were assured (both by the menu and the number of happy diners we saw) that the food is home made, of good quality and excellent value for money. We shall certainly return to sample the fare in the future and will report in due course. 

What we can say is that within this family-run inn the staff were friendly and helpful, that other guests and locals were also convivial and that the overall atmosphere was as relaxed and comfortable as anyone could wish.

This is somewhere well worth seeking out – places with good food, happy customers and real character are sadly becoming increasingly rare – so make the time for that detour and enjoy the Royal Hill Inn, as countless others have done over time.
