Betws - y- Coed is the principal village of the Snowdonia National Park…and the Royal Oak Hotel is the principal hotel within it.

When we arrived in the area it was pouring with rain (no comment) and as the day was quite busy we were lucky to find a parking space opposite the hotel. We found later that the parking fee would have been refunded by the hotel and that there was a much larger car park nearby, but at the time we were glad just to quickly dash over the road and into the hotel.

Once a coaching inn, the hotel is a splendid building with several dining areas including a Stables Bar (the location of the car park) and a café area as well as the main lounges.

We had already eaten our lunch and so simply wanted a coffee and a snack, so on entry we were greeted by friendly and efficient staff and shown to the appropriate lounge area. Having made our choices from a quite extensive menu we had only a short time to wait before our meals arrived. These were tasty and quite adequate in amount, so, well satisfied, we took a little time to inspect the comfortable lounge area in which we were seated…and we liked what we saw.
It didn’t take long for us to complete our meal and then we were ready to continue our (by now rather soggy) tour of the village – but we left with a high opinion of the hotel and its staff, and of the good value which was on offer.

Certainly we would recommend that you call in here (some might be discouraged by the grand appearance of the hotel – don’t be) whether it be for a snack or for a more substantial meal.

After leaving the hotel it was but a short walk to the Anna Davies store (next door, in fact) with its fine selection of quality goods…..which cost us rather more than our visit to the hotel, but were still good value….so a wet day in Wales proved an enjoyable experience all round.
