This imposing building is found in the middle of the town of Settle, opposite the main square and in the busiest area of the town. As you can tell from the picture it is traditionally built and the interior is in keeping with this.

Also in keeping is the menu, traditional but nourishing, offering a range of light and more substantial meals at reasonable prices. This is good quality pub grub, value for money, well prepared and well presented. This is the sort of place you might visit with all the family after a day at the market or a trip on the famous Settle- Carlisle railway, passing through many scenic areas and villages.

The rooms are comfortable and airy, cool on a hot day and warm in winter – you’d need that in a country area like this- and some tourists visit for local events like the Three Peaks Race, a true test of stamina and endurance.
This is a good place to visit, but if you think parking in the square is difficult (usually it is) remember that the hotel has its own car park reached down the side of the building and anyway there’s a public car park of ample size nearby.

Spend some time looking around, once you get away from the busy main road you’ll begin to see the real character of Settle – and see some of its history.
