Just five miles to the north of Shrewsbury on the main A49 road to Warrington and beyond, we came upon Saracens, once a C18th Coaching Inn. Parking in the ample car park across the road from the Inn, we entered the building and found a modernised interior, which still managed to retain the character of the Grade 2 listed building.

Greeted by friendly staff we were made comfortable in the small lounge/bar area until our table was ready and then shown into the smaller of two well decorated dining areas. Having made our choices from the interesting menu it didn’t take long for the food to arrive and we were pleased to note that every item appeared to be carefully chosen and prepared, much of it from local produce.

The meals themselves were delicious and everything we had hoped for – as was the service throughout, despite the fact that we had called unannounced and at a busy time, always a good test of quality.

Another pleasant surprise came when we were given the bill, as the overall cost was very reasonable – indeed one could say that we were paying pub prices for what was certainly superior restaurant food.

As you may guess, we thoroughly recommend that you visit this place – though we would ask that you book first as you may not be as lucky as we were – and we are not surprised at all to find that it is very well thought of within the area.
