Llanfyllin is a small market town on the A490 in mid Wales, not many miles from Welshpool and situated in the midst of stunning countryside. It has many things to commend it – a good school, some local shops (still), a small market, an interesting church – and Seeds restaurant.

The restaurant itself can be found on the main street and whilst there is limited parking outside (we never saw a parking warden, but…) a free public car park is a short walk away at the edge of the town. Parking here gave us the chance to look at the town in more detail and we very much liked what we saw – in the days of anonymous towns this was a real place with real people…and, as it turned out, really good food.
No surprise then that Seeds restaurant was something special, set as the picture shows in an old cottage and with a few tables outside, it fits well into its environment and forms part of the solid town scene. 

Entering through the front door we came into a small and cosy dining room, well set out and with a décor which reflected the owners’ travels overseas and provided talking points for diners. Also provided were some games and books for younger customers, evidence of the care and attention to detail which has clearly gone into this business.

Soon provided with drinks by our friendly hosts (it’s that sort of place) we made our choices from a quite extensive and interesting menu – one of the reasons why friends had recommended this restaurant – and it became clear at once that this was somewhere well worth travelling some distance to find.

Unsurprisingly, there was a short wait while the chef prepared our meals and we took some time to look around the room and out at the market day activities on the main street. Our meals soon arrived and were prepared and presented to a very high standard in all respects – not the least being their taste. In a predominantly farming area where food in its many forms is a priority one would have to be very good to stand out….and Seeds certainly sets a great example.
This type of restaurant is never cheap – nor should it be – and the quality of meals provided made it good value for money, but we were a little concerned that in a time of financial constraint problems might arise for such a restaurant in such a location…and the small number of other customers present on a market day added to our concerns.
We certainly appreciated the quality on offer and think that this is a place that deserves to succeed. 
As Seeds does not at present have a website (Broadband only reaching the area relatively recently) it would be wise to ring the restaurant to check on opening times and making a booking could well be advisable.

Do it…go there…soon!!
