Shipton Hall, Shropshire.

Not far from Much Wenlock on the road to Craven Arms and set in the magnificent scenery of the Shropshire countryside, you will come upon Shipton Hall. Completely in keeping with the scenery surrounding it, the old Hall remains a monument to Elizabethan architecture and garden planning.
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Built in about 1587 to
replace an earlier hall,
the ownership of the
hall has remained in
the Mytton family for
more than 300 years

Even the outbuildings
retain the character of
the times and re well
worth inspection.

Be sure to arrive on
the right day if you are
to visit the Hall and its
nearby St James’
Church.





The Dovecote in the grounds is an example of the status of the Hall, as only a Royal Charter could give permission for such a structure at the time when it was built – a concession to the Lord of the Manor. This one was probably built in the Thirteenth Century and is one of the remains of the original buildings on this site. The nearby St James’ Church dates back to Saxon times, having been rebuilt in 1589 by John Lutwyche, son of Richard who built the Hall.

We drove on through the area and back to Shrewsbury, determined to call again when access to the Hall was more readily available as such gems as this are all too rare these days.
