Simpson's-in-the-Strand is one of London's most historic landmark restaurants and has been offering classic British dishes to its delighted patrons for over 170 years. When I arrived at the hallowed portals I was met by a young lady who recorded my name and put my baggage into the area designated for it….she then took me to my table. 
On entering "The Breakfast Room" I found that it had the feel of an old University dining room, being wood panelled and with a small painting in front of you entitled "now wasn't it a tasty dish to set before the King." The room although fully set out was very far from full at 9-30 when I arrived and there were in fact only 2 other people finishing their breakfast and still huddled discussing their business.
After I had indicated that I wanted their special breakfast, the Ten Deadly Sins, food and drink very soon began to arrive. After the orange juice and English Breakfast Tea came the porridge which I had ordered. I enjoyed my smooth warming starter having drizzled it with honey on this cold morning, but there were other cereals available if you preferred them. The ten deadly sins soon arrived and it took a moment to decide where to start.
 A choice of sauces was available and so I chose a traditional brown sauce. It was good to have a crisp piece of fried bread as well as a slice of well grilled Stornoway black pudding. The liver which was also served came as a surprise to me and I thought that it would have been better cooked quickly so "juices" didn't appear. 
The bacon was crispy and the poached egg firm, the mushrooms lightly grilled. The slice of tomato grilled lightly and the Cumberland sausage were suitably tasty, though the sausage, alas, was not from a long coil. The warmed baked beans were fine as was the bubble and squeak - an unusual accompaniment to the meal.
I finished off with brown toast and branded marmalade and the final pouring of the English Breakfast Tea. The service was appropriate and on the whole the food was well cooked and presented. An enjoyable experience should somebody wish to see how the other half live.
