Once a farm, now converted tastefully to an Inn and a Craft Village complex, Slater’s is on the A51 just a few miles from both junction 15 of the M6 motorway and the industries of the Potteries.

Parking is easy in the large car park shared with both the Inn and the Craft Village, so we were soon able to make our way into the converted barn which housed the restaurant area.

This is a newly renovated area with two levels, both well set out and comfortable – so we selected the upper level and had a good view of the surrounding countryside…though we had to watch out for some low beams in the ceiling.

Greeted by helpful staff we soon had drinks and after a short discussion made our selection of food from an interesting and quite varied menu. It didn’t take long for our food to arrive and it was at once apparent that it contained much locally-sourced produce (it is a farming area) which had been used to good effect. The meals were tasty and quite large in portion, well prepared and presented…so it didn’t take long for us to complete our meal.

Given the quality of food and the area we were in the cost was very reasonable, so we left well satisfied to go and explore the craft village – which in itself contained some places of interest.

We would certainly recommend that you call in to Slater’s if in the area…and then, like us, take a little time to explore the craft village, or, as we also did, continue on to the larger and more commercial Trentham Gardens not far away.
