Marylebone Station in London is a busy place at the slowest of times, but on the day we visited there was a gathering of people going on a demonstration about Climate Change….so it was even busier than usual. Looking at the options available for somewhere to avoid the crush and have a coffee we lighted upon the Bar and Grill after looking at several less appealing options.

As the Bar opened we took our seats and ordered our drinks whilst waiting for others in our party to arrive – and were almost swamped by the  sounds and pictures coming from the large number of TV screens set up around the room. We should have realised that a Sports Bar in a busy station would need that level of sound and vision to fulfil its remit – so nothing against the Bar at all – and we could easily imagine the scene when an important game was being played.

The drinks were large, good and only slightly expensive (in keeping with the other franchises on the station) and service was prompt – though it became evident that the staff wanted us to order something more substantial…and at quite expensive food prices.
This is some where which follows the old adage – ‘ for those of you who like this sort of thing…this is the sort of thing that you like’ – and it does fulfil its function well, being clean (not easy in these surroundings), efficient and of reasonable value.

Certainly we would recommend that you visit when passing through the area – in order to see all those TV screens if for no other reason – but you should know what you are letting yourself in for and not expect a quiet, genteel environment. That said, we followed our own advice…and having taken our drinks moved on about our business and back to the trains.
