As regular visitors to this site will know, we often travel many miles, sometimes to relatively inaccessible areas, in order to bring eating places to your attention. This is a case in point and although the restaurant in question is situated in the middle of Manchester it took our intrepid researcher some time to locate. Following the map instructions from the website to attend a lunch meeting, they reached the general area well enough….and then (while the snow of our recent cold spell gathered upon their person) had to enquire further, first from a council road sweeper, then from a window cleaner, neither of whom (despite working in the area often) could help. 
This restaurant is somewhere best visited on foot as there is only very limited on-street parking and that for the disabled only, so the need for good directions should be apparent….and better signage nearby and on the restaurant itself would also help. 
In spite of their problems our researcher was at once impressed by the comfort of the reception area and the care and courtesy of the staff. The Edwardian splendour of the former Stock Exchange provided a suitable setting for what has often been called the premier Italian restaurant of Manchester. After the ordering and arrival of drinks the action moved on to a spacious and well-appointed dining area, large enough to cater for sizeable parties but still comfortable for smaller groups. Here time was given over to the study of an interesting menu which was rather extensive if being a little pricey. 
Choices duly made the food arrived without delay and proved to be both very tasty and available in large portions – so value for money was assured and hunger was certain to be kept at bay.

This is somewhere which would seem to appeal to both the business fraternity (a large group nearby) and to those seeking quality meals at competitive prices for city centre dining.  The website gives details of musical and other events which are available on specific nights, so this too could be an added attraction.
In researching this restaurant further we have come across mixed reviews from members of the public – but we always form our own opinions…and in this case they are favourable.

We would recommend that you visit the Stock restaurant (as we shall do again in the future)…..but make sure you look carefully at the map to find out exactly where it is before you set off!
