Stow on the Wold is a very scenic town in the Cotswolds much visited by tourists and with many facilities on offer. When we recently visited the area we found much of interest and so spent a little time looking around, having first found a parking space (free for two hours!) in the town square.

When it became clear that a lunch was needed however, we felt it wise to move the Stow Lodge Hotel as it has a reasonably sized designated car par to the rear of the main building. This hotel (originally a Rectory and with fine gardens) has been run by the same family for more than fifty years and is a comfortable and well established inn within the town.

Having parked up we walked round to the main entrance to be greeted by friendly staff – though sadly the main restaurant area was unavailable and so we had to make do with a meal in the bar/lounge. This room was comfortable and well decorated….and crowded with local people who clearly appreciated what the hotel has to offer.

Selecting drinks and food from an interesting menu didn’t take long and we soon settled down to our meal.

The food was tasty, well presented and in the ‘good pub grub’ category, being available in goodly portions and at reasonable cost – and the helpful staff even arranged to modify one of the dishes to suit our individual needs, always a good sign.
As we ate we noted that one group of people were actually celebrating a birthday (complete with balloon) and that everyone appeared to be having a good time in general.

This is somewhere which we would certainly recommend that you visit and when next in the area we shall try their restaurant as it seemed to offer a wider range of food and a different environment, as one might expect. Try it for yourselves and let us know what you think.
