Walking down one of the main streets in scenic Liskeard- a town which is both larger and more busy than it looks – we came upon an old building…Stuart House. Noting that a sign outside offered tea, coffee and some café facilities we went in to investigate…and were entranced by what we found.

Without being aware of it we had ventured into the home of the Liskeard Old Cornwall Heritage group, which contains not just a café but exhibitions etc and is often the location for talks of all relevant kinds.
What we noticed, however, was that we made our way into a small café area filled with elderly customers who clearly were regulars who knew each other well. Not only were we greeted by some of the friendly volunteer staff who were running the café that day – we were also greeted by the customers!

Sitting at the one vacant table we looked at the limited menu and ordered our coffee and small snack…and spent the waiting time whilst engaged in conversation with one of the staff. After a short wait our newly-made snacks arrived and we ate them while listening to the flow of conversation around us. The food was simple but well produced and of low cost, so we were well pleased by it and by the friendly acceptance of the other customers.

Clearly this is not your usual café, nor are the customers the usual cross-section of society, but we found them both interesting and charming in a manner not usually found today…so it greatly added to our enjoyment of the experience.

We would urge you to visit this café and share our experience – but be aware of the type of place it is before you visit….then you can enjoy it to the full.
