There has been an Inn of one sort or another at this location in rural Cheshire, not far from Malpas, for over 200yrs, but the latest incarnation is the one we like best.

Driving through the winding Cheshire lanes to reach it in the early evening gave a glimpse of the scenery on offer….and parking was easy in the large (but not always well lit) car park at the side of the Inn.

On entering the pub one has the choice of a traditional bar area or the restaurant area – which, of course we chose – and we soon found ourselves in a small, cosy dining area.

Staff were helpful and efficient (Stuart himself paid a call on each table to see all was well, a very good sign) so we soon had drinks and had made our choices from an interesting menu. While waiting for our food to arrive we noted the traditional décor, with beamed ceilings etc…but also thought that the tables were a little too close together so conversations spilled over from one to the next. The constraints of space available doubtless caused this, but perhaps a tasteful conservatory extension might resolve the difficulty at some stage in the future, as growth and profits allow.
When the food arrived it proved to be delicious – but be aware that it could well be volcanically hot – the meals contain much local produce …and according to Stuart many family recipes from times gone by. We wolfed it down as rapidly as its high temperature allowed and were well satisfied indeed....so well done Stuart’s family!
There is no doubt that this is another place well worth a visit and that its progress is well worth watching – the sort of place you will want to call into many times.

There was also a pleasant surprise when we came to pay the bill – it seems that we had been dining on their ‘early’ menu – so the cost was very reasonable indeed.

In short, this is somewhere not to miss, though booking a table at peak times would be a good precaution, especially as its popularity increases, as surely it must.
