This Country House Hotel is to be found at the end of quite a long drive, surrounded by scenic countryside and gardens…and at a bend on a busy road. The latter location factor had caused us to drive past it on some occasions, but this time we did it correctly and took the time and care to get it right…and it was certainly well worth the effort.
Described on its web-page as ‘A Handsome mansion built of free-stone, & beautifully placed in the midst of a well timbered park’, this hotel certainly lived up to its reputation. Parking was easy and as we entered we noticed a sign indicating that the local Rotarians used the hotel as a meeting place – usually a good pointer to quality and value.

The hotel itself was well decorated and well cared for, retaining many of its period features whilst containing a number of dining areas, bars etc. After a short wait in the comfortable foyer/lounge where we were brought drinks and menus, we were led to one of the small, quieter dining rooms and after a short time our meals arrived.
These turned out to be well cooked, presented and prepared….and of generous proportions, with local produce in evidence from this predominantly farming area. Service was prompt without being intrusive and we were left with the impression that the whole of the staff, from front of house to the chef and their brigade, really knew what they were doing. Certainly they deserve praise for their efforts on a very busy day; for while all was done with rapidity we never felt rushed, nor did we feel that the quality of the meals suffered in any way.

After partaking of our tasty and leisurely repast we were in for a surprise – the price was really very reasonable indeed for such food and service.

Needless to say we shall call in again when in the area…or will make a detour to make up for past omissions…and would recommend that you do the same – though booking in advance would be a wise precaution.
