The Café at the Old Fire Station Chocolate Shop, Tarporley Cheshire.

Tarporley is a pretty market town in Cheshire, not far from the Oulton Park racing circuit and certainly it possesses a number of affluent inhabitants. It is not surprising then, that it should have many quality outlets for food and other supplies as well as its own Farmers’ Market on set days. We visited on just such a day and found an interesting array of produce for sale – all of a high standard as one might expect in this predominantly farming area.

Parking is not always easy, but not too bad if one is prepared to make a short walk from the public car parks of the town…so having done this and after purchasing some items we thought it time for a coffee. There are several quality places in the town and we have reviewed some of them before, but this time we tried the café at the Old Fire Station Chocolate shop.

We knew this place from its excellent selection of chocolate, but found that the café area attached to it was larger that we expected (an alfresco area took care of that) and we were soon seated indoors near a small children’s play area which was thoughtfully provided for the young offspring of customers.

The menu was quite extensive and much of the produce used was locally sourced, so we soon made our choices and awaited their arrival.

Service was rather slow as the place was very busy on a market day morning, but when our food arrived it was substantial, tasty and very good value for money. It didn’t take us long to complete our meals and return to our shopping, but we were certainly impressed with the café and found it a worthy member of the quality food providers on display that day.

So when you decide to buy lots of chocolate – as if we would – remember to complete the experience with a tasty snack in the café….as we did.
