Picture a quiet, pretty village not far from Clitheroe and the main A59 road between Skipton and Preston and you might be thinking of Waddington. Not so – because just a little way further on (towards Sawley) you will come upon West Bradford and the 3Millstones.

As can be seen from the picture, the refurbished Grade II listed building sits right next to the road, with parking at the side, so travelling a little slowly is a good idea when you reach the Waddington end of the village and the restaurant in question. 
Having parked up we went into the restaurant and were immediately struck by the quality of its refurbishment – tasteful, light and airy, yet retaining the character of what is clearly an aged building. Greeted at once by helpful and attentive staff we were shown to a table of our choice and provided with drinks whilst we selected our food from an interesting menu.

It wasn’t long before our meals arrived and they had obviously been prepared with care and attention in all respects. It was also the case that the helpings were very generous, so no-one would leave this restaurant still hungry! The flavours of the individual constituents stood out and were welcome, but they blended to form an interesting whole…something not easy to attain in even large and expensive restaurants.
There can be no surprise, therefore, that the restaurant soon filled up – and it must be remembered that this is in an area of affluence with many good eateries just a few minutes away. To do well here the restaurant has to be good and on this showing it certainly is.

As we concluded our meal and got ready to move on there was another pleasant surprise – the prices were very reasonable indeed for the quality of food and service given. 

We would heartily recommend that you visit this restaurant and suggest that you do it soon, before it becomes more widely known- and perhaps you should look at its website for detailed directions when booking your places. Don’t miss this one!!
