Situated on the town square in the pretty market town of Pershore, with ready parking space available nearby, the Abbey Tea Rooms are an interesting venue for a snack or coffee. The building is old and rather crowded (with both closely-packed tables and with craft work) and the floors a little uneven, with the toilets, unusually, being up a quite steep flight of stairs. 

All of this may be excused under the heading of ‘character’ and even relished, but sadly the general quality of the place was rather diminished on the day of our visit by slow service. Clearly the place was popular with locals and thus rather busy….but one of our meals had to be re-heated such was the time it took to reach our table.

In spite of this the general ambience was good and the room décor authentic, with low beamed ceilings etc. The menu too was of interest as it linked good, quite substantial meals with speciality sandwiches and other tempting light bites.

When they arrived, our meals were quite large in portion and well prepared (the kitchen too is upstairs, rather a quaint location)…though the salad leaves resembled a jungle of one plant rather than a suitable selection of others.

Value was quite good and though the place was not cheap we would recommend that you do call in and try it for yourselves – hopefully on a day when everything is going as it should and service is faster.
If you feel that our recommendation is a little lukewarm (as was one of the meals) we hope that this may be amended on our next visit…clearly the tea rooms have a good local following, so it may be that we were just a little unlucky in the time of our visit.
