The Alyn Riverside Country Pub, Rossett, nr. Chester.

Most people, when driving in the borders area of North Wales near to Chester travel along the main A483 road – but we decided to be different and took a detour along a parallel road past the Grosvenor Garden Centre (next to Eaton Hall, home of the Duke of Westminster…a Grosvenor himself) and so passed through places like Rossett and Gresford.

The Alyn, as the title above suggests, is found on the River Alyn at a bend in this road and has a small car park (on-street parking is an alternative) and an alfresco riverside dining area which must be well used when the climate allows….indeed the pub has been awarded the Marston’s Outside Trading Pub of the year award for 2010. Sadly it was both cold and rainy on the day of our visit, so we repaired indoors for warm coffee and a small meal.

Inside, the Alyn is typical of many such establishments, comfortable and well furnished and with the usual kind of good pub grub type menu, designed to please the full range of customers. Soon provided with such a menu we made our choices and before long our food arrived – it being of good quality and good value. 

This establishment is not put forward here as a gourmet destination but rather as a good, solid, eating place where customers can have a better than average repast and enjoy their surroundings – and in this respect the Alyn does well.

We would encourage you to call here and see for yourselves – but with the proviso that when we have passed by on a summers evening or a weekend the place seems very busy, so do take the precaution of ringing up to book at peak times.
