The Bakewell Tart Shop, Matlock St, Bakewell, Derbyshire.

Situated on the main street of Bakewell, a pretty and busy town in the Peak District of Derbyshire, this shop is reputed to be the home of the famous Bakewell Tart – a claim disputed by, amongst others, the nearby Rutland Hotel.

In addition to the bakery, this building houses a coffee shop…but we did not call in there as we were en route to Matlock Bath and the Heights of Abraham (look it up to see why).

What draws one’s attention first is the size and variety of cakes, tarts and pasties on display – and most of them are super-sized to cater for hungry walkers…or perhaps passing American tourists, if what we hear about their appetites is correct.

At any event this shop is always busy…and with good cause as the food is delicious and the value very good – a pasty here could last a family quite a while!

After making our purchases we continued on our way, reflecting only on the difficulties of parking – in spite of large car parks the area is often congested – and upon the numbers of motor-cyclists using the main A6 to get from Buxton to their bikers meeting point of Matlock Bath.
If in the area do visit this shop and try its wares…you will not be hungry and if caught in a traffic jam that lasts a week you will happily munch your way out of it…
