To describe this restaurant as out of the way is perhaps the best thing. Reaching Ulverston in Cumbria was no problem, nor was finding Canal Foot…all these were clearly signposted. However, when we reached the Glaxo Chemical Plant we began to wonder. At the end of the road, near the works was a small sign directing us past the works and to the coast…and it was there that we found the estuary of the River Leven and the Bay Horse.

That we should take such trouble indicates that we thought we would find something special, and so it proved to be.

On a day when the wind was bitingly cold and the beach nearby deserted we entered the traditional pub area and were promptly shown through to the restaurant in the conservatory. Here the heating was comfortably high, the views panoramic and the other diners already engaged with their meals.

The menu was quite extensive, as was the ‘specials’ options, so having made our choices we were happy to wait and anticipate the meal to come. When it arrived a few minutes later the portions were generous, the flavours carefully balanced and the food a delight, using mainly local produce as was seasonally available.
The service, too, was discreet but helpful, and added to the quality of the meal. Together wit the views and the friendly atmosphere all was set for a good eating experience in every way.

The cost, too, was very reasonable for such a meal and we left well content and ready to explore the area…though not yet the beach, where a few hardy locals were walking or horse riding.

The only drawbacks envisaged were that parking was rather limited (not an insurmountable problem) and that the popularity of the hotel makes booking highly recommended if not essential, especially in the summer months.

This is a place worth finding…and like us, when you know where it is you will be back.
