Driving through rural Shropshire we came upon the pretty town of Hodnet and in that town the Bear, a 16th Century coaching inn which still retains its character.

Parking is easy at the side of the inn and as we entered we became aware of the friendly, warm atmosphere of the place, clearly used by families and locals as well as by visitors like us.

Greeted by friendly staff, we were shown to a table near an open fire in a dining area with beamed ceilings – and a large family group enjoying a meal not far away. Young children were also in evidence, yet the place was not unduly noisy and we seemed to be included within the groups elsewhere in the room.

The menu was limited on the day of our visit (a Sunday), but we asked to see their normal menu and found that it consisted of good quality pub grub with a range of items to suit every taste and pocket. 

Having given our order it wasn’t long before our food arrived and it proved to be very tasty, substantial in amount and full of the local produce one would expect in such a rural setting. The cost of the meal was also very reasonable, so we left feeling that we had experienced very good value for money at a very good inn.
