The Beaumont, Clayton-le-woods, nr Chorley, Lancashire
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This newly-refurbished inn is situated just off the Chorley to Bamber Bridge road and is close to the large ASDA superstore in the area. Clearly this store provides meals as well as other items, so in order to compete; The Beaumont must have something special about it. The sign outside says ‘Warm and Welcoming’ – and that’s exactly what it is, the attractiveness of the interior being set off by the subtle lighting that a lot of pubs do not have. The Beaumont is already a non-smoking pub and appears to be more suited to meals and eating out rather than drinking, though the large bar area stocks numerous different beers and ales as well as bitters and lagers.
Settling down to order our meal, we noticed that the menu consists of a wide variety of starters and main course meals for every taste, including
meals for vegetarians and a special selection of fish dishes and desserts.
The whole atmosphere is well above the norm for a local pub and it is no coincidence that the staff are pleasant, friendly and will do what they can to help without constantly approaching. 

Overall, the meals were very satisfying – and if the prices were a little higher than those of more usual ‘pub grub’ they were certainly justified by the quality of the food.
This is somewhere which is clearly trying to establish itself in a difficult market area – and the Beaumont has taken the trouble to have higher standards and to do that little extra needed to succeed.
We certainly found we had value for money and will return again in the future.
