The Bedford Hotel was built on the remains of a Benedictine Abbey in what has now become the town centre of the Tavistock, near to the market place, the town hall and the main shopping centre – its size and location making it a hard place to miss. 

Finding the hotel was no problem and nor was parking, as the hotel boasts a large designated car park to one side of the main building. Entering the building from the car park involved travel up a fire escape and through a number of corridors, so the next time we decided to go in by more conventional methods, namely the large front doors.

Once inside we were greeted by friendly and helpful staff and given a range of dining areas to choose from, finally selecting the gallery dining area. After a short wait in the comfortable lounge where we could admire the traditional décor we were shown through to our table in this spacious dining room.

Drinks were obtained from the adjacent bar/lounge area and we made our selection of food from a typical ‘pub grub’ menu which contained something for all tastes and pockets.

It wasn’t long before our meals arrived and they proved to be of a good standard in all respects, with large portions of well cooked and well presented food.

It didn’t take us long to dispose of this repast and we were pleasantly surprised to find that the cost of our meals was very reasonable, especially given the surroundings and service on offer.

Some people might be put off by the rather imposing frontage of this hotel, but they would certainly be the losers as the quality in all respects was good and the staff efficient but unobtrusive.

Certainly we think that when visiting this town you should call in to the Bedford Hotel and see for yourselves the value available……we shall certainly call again when in the area.
