The Bells of Peover, nr Knutsford, Cheshire.

You’re quite right, the picture doesn’t do it justice, but it’s taken from St Oswald’s Churchyard next door in order to accentuate the rural setting, down a cobbled road in a village in deepest Cheshire. 

This really is a country eating place with a difference and a history. Situated down quiet country lanes to the south of Knutsford at Lower Peover (yes, pronounced ‘peever’) this is a 500yr old inn, named not after the nearby church but the Bell family who brewed the beer and ran the pub.

Strange, too, that American and British flags are always kept flying together – until you learn that in early 1944 Generals Eisenhower and Patten used to meet here and plan the Normandy invasion over lunch. As they were billeted in the Hall nearby, a convenient and comfortable venue and the locals don’t forget.
Having found the inn, not a difficult task as it’s well signposted from the road (the B5081), although near a bend which needs your attention, you can drive into the large car park and start to relax.

There is a choice of several dining areas in this old inn, all atmospheric and comfortably appointed, offering a very good choice of food. The inn is part of the Chef and Brewer chain and uses local fresh produce for the meals it prepares. 

You will find something to fit every taste here and at reasonable prices, and although the atmosphere is of quiet calm, children are certainly made welcome, with their own menu available.

Service is prompt and efficient, with the friendly staff being helpful but not obtrusive, allowing the place to exert its charm.
The fact that an out of the way place is so popular within this affluent area gives some indication of its quality. Try it and you won’t be disappointed – then take the time to look at the ancient C13th church and areas nearby to make the day complete.
