We had often driven past the Bickerton Poacher on our way to other destinations on the Cheshire Sandstone Trail – but this time we thought that we should call in and see what the inn had to offer.

Situated on the A534 not far from the main A49 and the M6 motorway and not far from the landmarks of Beeston Castle and Peckforton Castle this is an easy place to find – and just to get your attention the local authorities have sited a GATSO speed camera at the same point!

Taking suitable care therefore (as we all must), we pulled into the large car park area and surveyed the scene, taking in details of the children’s play area, alfresco dining facilities and the adjacent caravan park associated with the pub.

As we made our way into the typical pub interior we noted that it was busy with a number of families and that the usual food and drink areas were supplemented with a Skittle Room. This large area was available for hire, complete with equipment, at very reasonable cost for those who wished to avail themselves of some harmless but rather different fun with their families – we would think it a popular feature.
Clearly this was a typical pub in many ways, diversifying to survive in the current economic climate and doing a good trade. Making our way to a table in one of the smaller dining areas we looked at the usual menu of pub grub, made our choices and selected our drinks.

 It wasn’t long before our food arrived and it was substantial in amount and tasty – but presented in bowl type dishes rather than the usual plates, something which we found a little disconcerting. The meals themselves were of good ‘pub grub’ quality, however, so were consumed with alacrity and when it came time to pay the bill we thought that we had received good value for money.

We found this to be the sort of straightforward, unpretentious inn which caters mainly for young families and which basically ‘does what it says on the tin’ and does it well. It clearly isn’t the place for a gourmet meal – but it does supply good food at reasonable prices and with good service as part of the deal.

We have no doubt that the young families and caravan parties who use the site appreciate the inn and use it well – and we wish them every success in the future.
