The Black Horse Chambers Restaurant, Lincoln

In the shadow of Lincoln Cathedral you will find this reputedly haunted restaurant, set in what once was a twelfth century house. The setting is charming and so is the interior, with a bistro/wine bar in one area and the restaurant proper in the main body of the building.

We called recently at lunchtime and were surprised to find it only sparsely populated. The food wasn’t cheap, but it was very good and we were assured by the friendly and efficient staff that the evening session was fully (indeed doubly) booked up.

When we got outside after a very good meal we found a possible reason for the lack of customers – it was a day when the Lincolnshire Sausage fair was taking place in the old town square outside the castle, with numerous stalls of interesting local produce and interesting variations on fast food being available.
After a tour of the fair and the Cathedral we made our way home, fortified by our restaurant meal and feeling that we had made the right decision – justifying, in fact, the inclusion of the restaurant in this website.

If you are in Lincoln visit the Castle, the Cathedral and the old town square – but don’t miss out on the Black Horse Chambers- like the ghost make it one of your usual haunts!
