The Black Horse was yet another lucky find for us – and what luck – as we drove through urban West Yorkshire. Situated in the quiet and scenic oasis of Clifton Village just a few minutes from junction 25 of the M62 we suggest that you follow its website directions rather than our own circuitous route….but do visit and you will not be disappointed.

Parking is easy in the designated car parks, so after an initial enquiry at the associated hotel reception – it is a restaurant with rooms – we made our way next door to a warm welcome. The 17th Century Inn building has been renovated by the family who have owned and run this inn for many years, retaining its beamed ceilings and period charm but adding comfort and style to the interior.

Moving into the restaurant we found a well furnished lounge and bar area where we sat and made our selections from an interesting menu while sipping our drinks. After a short wait we were shown through to one of the dining areas (there is also an alfresco courtyard area, popular on the sunny day we visited) and before long our food arrived.
From the start it had been apparent that we had found somewhere special and now we began to really appreciate this as the food was really excellent (not a term we use often) in all respects. Individual flavours blended into a well chosen whole and wrung rare praise from my companion – themselves a very gifted cook. Certainly here was a chef and their brigade who really knew what they were doing and deserved much praise for their efforts.

Service throughout was exemplary and a blend of the friendly and the unobtrusive, with the emphasis in all areas being on quality and customer satisfaction.  We noted with interest a comment on the bottom of the menu, to the effect that any tips were shared between staff and that  as a matter of principle none went to the owners – so when we did leave a well-deserved tip when paying the bill we were more than happy to do so. The bill itself was very reasonable indeed for such fare and we would have gladly paid much more for such a repast in such an inn as this. In short, as we left, sated, we vowed to return soon and to bring friends….hence this strong recommendation.
