Woodstock is a picturesque village perhaps best known for its proximity to Blenheim Palace, a place of great historic significance and a stately home well worth a visit at any time.

Woodstock itself is an interesting place with equally interesting parking bylaws, so watch out for them when leaving your vehicle as allowable times often vary from one to three hours waiting – on opposite sides of the same street!

On the day of our visit the town was busier than normal as a large sporting event was in progress at nearby Blenheim – literally at the end of the main street – so after a brief excursion we sought out a place for refreshments and settled on the Blenheim Buttery Inn.

Our late afternoon visit found the place less busy than we had expected – between tea and dinner bookings, perhaps – so we had the run of the café/restaurant area and selected a table near the front window, giving views of the street scene outside.

The staff were helpful and courteous, so it didn’t take long for us to select drinks and a snack from the quite extensive menu on offer. It took only a short time for these to arrive, but we were still able to take in the traditional décor, updated to modern standards of comfort whilst retaining the original character of the place.
The meals were of good quality and reasonable cost and we would certainly recommend the inn as somewhere well worth a visit when in the area….and we shall call again in the future to assess their full menu. In the meantime let us know of your dining experiences in this pleasant village.
