Gringley on the Hill is a lovely little village perched on a hill in the rural part of Nottinghamshire, not far from Retford. In the centre of the village there is the Blue Bell, a traditional pub occupying a building about 300 years old.

Parking is on-street and not too difficult (a short walk would in any case be rather pleasant here), so when we entered the inn we found a traditional layout….and some interesting local people.

The inn contains a small Games/TV area, a traditional small bar area and an area set up as a comfy lounge, with a piano. This area can be curtained off from the main pub and (as we found out via a poster as we left) is used for music events.

We only stayed long enough to have a drink as they didn’t serve lunches, but the very helpful bar staff told us of a good eating place not far away. As we gathered this information the local customers returned to their conversations…all in a pleasant atmosphere that included us strangers as part of the group.

This is certainly a genuine place with real ales, real people and a real air of solidity…and all within a pretty village…rare these days.

Do call in for a drink if you are in the area…we think that you will like what you find.
