The Boat Inn, Hayton, nr Retford, Nottinghamshire.

Driving through rural Nottinghamshire, just a few minutes away from Retford, we came upon the Boat Inn at Hayton, situated near a bridge over the Chesterfield Canal.

Parking was easy in the large car park and as we entered we noted the children’s play area and garden area to the rear of the building. The pub itself is traditional in that there is a separate Games/TV area, a main bar/lounge area and an area set aside for dining.

When we arrived it was near the end of lunchtime and the pub had few customers, but we were greeted at once by friendly staff and were soon seated in part of the restaurant area. It didn’t take long to order drinks and peruse the usual sort of pub grub menu and after a suitable wait our food arrived.

The meals were tasty, large in portions and well produced, with many of the ingredients being of local origin. Given the quality of the food we would have expected more diners, but the hour and the tranquil setting probably explained why few locals were present.

We would certainly recommend that you call here – especially as the price of the meals was very reasonable….and we think you would enjoy following our example and walking along the canal bank into the quiet of the countryside.
