Wilmslow is a prosperous town with all the options available – it even had its own credit card a few years ago – so it isn’t surprising that there are lots of good eating and drinking locations too.

Situated near Lindow Common (where the ‘Lindow man – Pete Marsh- the ancient body in the bog) was discovered, and on the busy road leading towards Manchester Airport, the Boddington and Dragon is easy to find. Parking is also easy in the ample car park (shared with a nearby Premier Inn) and it is clear at once that the facilities on offer are of a high standard.

We had called in en route to another destination, so all we did was to look around, sample the ambience, have a quick drink and move on….but it would be fair to say that we were impressed with both the facilities and the service.

Entering the main bar/lounge area we were soon greeted by helpful staff and we were then able to move to our choice of one of the quiet and comfortably furnished modern lounge areas. The usual kind of good-pub-grub menu was available (had we the time) and we were impressed by the choice of British or Oriental menus on offer.
We left to continue our journey after a short and very pleasant stay…and promising ourselves that we should call in and try the food when next in the area.

This, then is somewhere worth a visit - near to excellent shopping areas but not itself in the town centre – and with an atmosphere all of its own. We shall certainly be back to learn more in due course.
