 Southport has many good eating places, but if you believe that to eat
where the locals go is to eat at one of the best, then go to the Bold
Hotel at lunchtime. Parking is tricky, but the locals don't follow the
same path as the tourist, they have a secret place.
Park under the pier near the Bowling centre, here is a car park that is
free for 2 hours. Now make you way onto the marine drive and turn left
past the theatre. Cross at the theatre and go down Bold Street, at the end the Hotel is around the corner on the left. (See now I've given the secret away.)
The menu is vast and written on the wall - it is not pub grub, it is chef
prepared and very tasty. The prices are in between pub and restaurant
levels so are good value for money. I have eaten there many times and
tried to move around the choices but it is hard, because the food is so
good that you want the same again next time to go and are frightened of not being as satisfied by changing to an unknown quantity. Be brave! The other dishes are just as good.
My favourite and it seems the biggest seller, is the Liver and onions.
Served on a square plate and as tender as could be accomplished by a 5
star chef, steamed vegetables in a dish and creamy potatoes, how much? Only £5.
On a Sunday the Bold Hotel serves a choice of hot roasts in the large
restaurant dining room, buy a ticket and have what you want, and as much as you want. Now make your way back to the secret car park and you still have 30 minutes left to walk your meal off down the new pier, can you think of a better way to have lunch?
