The Bowling Green Inn, Charnock Richard, nr Chorley, Lancs.
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Leaving the M6 motorway at the Charnock Richard service area, drive along the A49 Preston road towards Chorley and in just a few miles you will come upon the Bowling Green Inn. This large and recently refurbished Inn has been there for a lot longer than the motorway, however, as its history goes back to about 1650.

There is ample car parking space in front and to the side of the Inn, and lots of pleasant greenery too. Venturing inside, some of the old features of the Inn have been retained but the impression given is of a comfortable, spacious and airy modern eating place.

There are several bars and dining areas and the whole Inn is a non-smoking area, so relaxation here is easy. The helpful staff saw us to our chosen table and after looking at the limited but interesting menu we soon made our food choice.

After a short wait (a good sign) our meals arrived and were well presented and well prepared, with nice large helpings. There was no pretension that this was anything other than good ‘pub grub’ and this was reflected in the price, offering good value for money.
We left to continue our journey thinking that we should call again when in the area – and certainly it is a real alternative to the fare provided at motorway service areas. Re joining the motorway outside Chorley we continued northwards, suitably refreshed.
Try the Bowling Green when next in the area and see for yourselves.
