You could easily drive past this little gem without noticing it, on the A483 to the south of Oswestry. You would be making a big mistake.

Recently given Country and Border Life magazine’s best restaurant 2004/5 award, and also recognised by the AA, the Bradford Arms is a former coaching inn which has been restructured and regarded to a high standard. A lot of care has been taken and it shows in all aspects of the hotel’s life.
The meal may be taken in a conservatory dining area (rather warm in summer despite cooling fans), or in a smaller but more formal dining room in the old building. The staff are attentive and knowledgeable, providing prompt and efficient service, but never intruding in the quite small dining area.
As you would expect from an award winning restaurant the fare is very good, mainly in British classical and Continental style and prices, while not cheap, are very reasonable for what you get. The range of items on the menu includes local produce and since this hotel is in the heart of the Border country the range of choices is rather good. There is clearly something to suit all tastes, with speciality and seasonal dishes an extra treat.

Cars may be parked in the private car park at the rear of the hotel and if this is full there is a public (free) car park just across the main A483 road in the village opposite. This backs on to a branch of the Shropshire Union Canal which can provide scenic walks along its banks.

Other attractions in the area are many, including an old Roman quarry noted for its fauna and flora (well it is Roman) and sports from mountain biking to fishing can be found nearby.

In short Bud and Fiona Winter are doing an excellent job, and long may they continue.

Please check on opening times and meal times, as dinner is sometimes a little later than the norm, otherwise all should be well.
