You can tell a great deal about an Inn by arriving at the wrong time. After a full day’s travelling I turned off the main A5 road just outside Bala to follow the path less travelled – the ‘back road’ to Corwen. It had been a hot day and I wanted lunch –but I had forgotten that many places in this area don’t serve food all day. I made it with about two minutes to go – cause enough for many less welcoming places to refuse a meal. Instead I was told, with a smile, that I could have anything from the menu. What a welcome!

The food, when it arrived a little while later, was delicious ‘pub grub’ of the best kind – tasty and well presented. It was also very good value for money – I don’t think anyone goes away from here hungry. I chose to eat near the bar area (I felt I’d caused enough trouble) but a dining room and a family room are also available. Whilst enjoying the meal I was able to look across the valley at some interesting scenery.
Typical of this place was the attitude of the staff, who were now having their own (delayed) family lunch nearby, chatting in a friendly manner.

This confirmed a feeling from previous visits, that it’s the sort of place local people go for lunch or dinner and they would be greeted as friends. They have a sense of humour, too, as signs in the Gents. Toilets confirmed.

In all a very hospitable local Inn which is well worth the necessary detour – besides, when you’re tired of the row of traffic and caravans, this route provides a rapid but scenic alternative.
