This is a superior hotel and it shows. The range of services on offer is impressive and it is an interesting place to stay while soaking up the sights of the area. The view from the main dining room says it all – looking out over the Menai Straits towards the peaks of Snowdonia. And it was here that my car was blocked in by a local’s Rolls whilst we ate and as a pianist provided a musical interlude.
However, the hotel is undergoing renovation, so allowances should be made if the area is not quite as it once was.

The food on offer is good , well made from local produce and at surprisingly reasonable cost in such surroundings, though it should be noted that there are several dining areas with different menus, as you would expect in a large hotel.

Having decided on your meal the attentive staff see that the atmosphere is all it should be and a leisurely lunch with a good view is often the start of a good day out.

The hotel has its own car park (at the rear) but as previously implied, space is rather limited and once parked some visitors then occupy those spaces for most of their stay. The visitor simply parks nearby in the public car park near the sea front – quite expensive until you remember the views ant the lack of time limit on your daily stay.

If you want more than just a meal this could be the place, but check out the renovations and the atmosphere first to be sure. Then enjoy the day.
