The Bull, Shocklach, nr. Malpas, Cheshire.

This is somewhere recommended to us by friends, so when we found ourselves driving through the Cheshire countryside early one evening we decided to call in and see what we thought.

Shocklach is well signposted from the main routes near Malpas and the Bull was easy to find, it being the only pub in the village….and situated on the main street. Since it was just after tea time we were not surprised to find that there were only a few customers present so there was lots of room to park in the large car park behind the inn, allowing us access via the conservatory area as shown in the picture above.

As we entered it was at once obvious that a lot of care and money had gone into preserving the traditional feel of this inn whilst at the same time refurbishing it and bringing it up to modern standards. There was a comfortable bar/lounge area, several dining areas…and there were also friendly staff to greet us, take our drinks orders and get us seated in the area of our choice.

It didn’t take long for menus to arrive and we soon made our selections from quite an extensive menu. After a suitable short wait the food arrived and we found that it was tasty and well prepared, with many of the ingredients being locally sourced – unsurprising in this rural area. Portions were large and the cost turned out to be reasonable, so we left with a favourable overall impression.
Certainly this is a good place to visit if you are seeking a good village pub set in beautiful countryside – but we are still unsure if it lives up to the ‘fabulous food’ claims on its website….but that’s just another reason for us to call back at a more busy time.

In the meantime we recommend that you call there and check it out for yourselves, then, as we did, tour the local area taking in that Cheshire scenery.
