The Bulls Head at Smallwood, Sandbach, Cheshire.

Situated on the main A50 route between Rode Heath and Arclid near Sandbach, the Bulls head has been a blacksmith’s shop, a coaching inn and is now a pleasant pub/restaurant.

At first we were a little disconcerted by the emptiness of the dining area (indeed the whole place) when we entered just after midday, hungry after a day of travels if not travails. As we looked around the traditional interior at the warm open fires and set tables we noticed that many of the areas were empty but reserved, customers having booked well in advance…a hopeful sign for things to come.
One of the bar areas is just adjacent to the front door (which doesn’t help with congestion at busy times), so we ordered our drinks and took our place at one of the few free tables available. Within half an hour the dining area was filling up and our meal was well on its way.

The menu here can best be described as good pub grub, with quite a range of choice but little out of the ordinary – a place for a good meal but not for a very special occasion.

After a few minutes our food arrived and we began to see why the place was popular….helpings were very large, the food was well cooked and the service prompt without being obtrusive. All of the other diners were clearly tucking in to what was obviously very good value for money and were unlikely to need another meal that day had they consumed the full portions in front of them.
This is somewhere to visit when you’re in the area and it does everything as well as you would expect; from the ample parking outside to the up-dated décor inside, used by the locals who want a substantial meal at a good price – not a bad guide in itself.
