This is somewhere well worth a visit. On the road between Knutsford and Wilmslow one comes to a bend and a dip in the road….and a sign pointing the way to two inns, the Bulls Head and the Roebuck. The Roebuck (reviewed elsewhere on this site) is rather a dining pub where food predominates whereas the Bulls Head is more of a pub…but one which provides very good food, so these establishments complement each other.

Recently renovated and clearly run with much skill and enthusiasm, the Bulls Head has started to make a real reputation for itself, so when in the area we decided to look in….and we were very glad that we did.

Parking is rather limited in this area, with only a small car park available – and on-street parking is also rather restricted, but it is worth the trouble…..or you could do as we did and just arrive early.
Inside the pub the renovation has been carefully done, so that the character of the place has been unaffected and the real fires and beamed ceilings remain as features. However, we were interested in the food, so after being greeted and seated by friendly staff we made our choices from a very interesting menu – far better than the usual pub grub and with special offers which were rather special.
After a suitable wait the meals arrived and they were well prepared and presented, large in amount….and delicious. Indeed, one of the items even elicited an enquiry to the chef from my companion….a rare thing in itself…..so now we have the secret of that very tasty dish.

As may be surmised, we left sated and satisfied –especially as the price was very reasonable for such tempting fare.

This is certainly somewhere to go on to your list of places to visit and we would recommend that you go there soon, before it becomes too crowded and too popular, with the attendant increase in prices.
It seems that there are other claims to fame here, as we found out later that it was once the home of the man who went on to found the Umbro sportswear business – and after eating there we can see why exercise might be needed to re-trim one’s waistline…in the nicest possible way, of course….
