Five miles to the west of Bakewell, just off the B5055 you will find The Bulls Head, which has provided food and good ale since the Seventeenth Century when its owner provided them for the workers on his farm and for passing drovers.

An old stone building of character, both inside and out and situated at the edge of the picturesque village green, we were lucky indeed to find this place, more indeed, by luck than by judgement.

Travelling through the Peak District on a cold and windy day we had by-passed the main towns as being too busy and simply liked the look of what we saw. As is often the case, we were proved correct.

Parking was easy, with space at the front and at the side of the inn and once through the solid front door and within the thick stone walls all thought of cold was dispelled by the warmth of the welcome.

We arrived early for lunch – just as well as the place was already crowded with locals and the main dining area was given over to several seasonal parties, jollity and paper hats prevailing.

The staff went out of their way to make us welcome, and although service was a little slow because of the busy day, the family atmosphere of the best kinds of country pub shone through.
The menu was quite extensive and varied, using local produce wherever possible, and after a short wait our food duly arrived. The helpings were large and the quality good – clearly superior ‘pub grub’ and at very reasonable prices, too. Obviously the inhabitants of this area have hearty appetites, for we were defeated by just two courses and thankful that the windy day precluded any talk of a walk in the dales nearby….we would have needed a belly-copter to travel any distance.

We left well satisfied with our fortunate find and thankful that we could take a gentle journey homeward…and certainly needed no tea that day.

If you are in this area make the detour if you need to, but visit this traditional inn – you will certainly not be disappointed, and like us you will wish to call again.
