We’d visited this pub before, but some years ago when it was merely a quiet country backwater, but we heard of changes, so thought we’d go and see for ourselves. The pub seemed the same, nestling in the village of Worston, just off the main A59 road about two miles north of Clitheroe, but changes there had been.

To begin with, we called at about 12:10 on Sunday lunchtime – a quiet time in the past. Not so now, as the place was nearly full to capacity and the new conservatory earning its keep.

Parking was easy in the large car park and the interior seemed initially the same, but the old dining area had been carefully and tastefully improved, whilst the conservatory too was substantial and not at all out of place.

The staff were very busy, but friendly and coping magnificently, even finding time to joke and converse with some very young customers – an excellent example of good service.

The menu was quite large and catered for all tastes, with a range from snacks to complex meals, all at very competitive prices….no wonder, then, that the place was so popular. Quality had not been sacrificed, and the meals we had were very good, with substantial helpings and clear flavours.

This gives the idea that we’ll soon be back – we haven’t tried the evening dinner menu yet, and if the lunch one is a guide it’ll be worth the journey.
