  When you learn that this is the AA Hotel of the Year for Wales, 2005/2006 you think it might be rather good. Then when you visit you find that you were right, because it is.  

There’s been a hotel on this site, one way or another, since the 14th Century, so it’s not surprising that many famous people have stayed here.On a trip to historic Conwy, however, we were less concerned about that and more concerned with finding a suitable place for a good meal.

Well, we certainly found one. Entering the hotel one has the choice of smoking or non-smoking areas (the dining room opens in the evenings, and is as you would expect). We chose the non-smoking and were lucky to get the last table free. Clearly, the Welsh being spoken in parts of the room showed the hotel to be popular with locals, and the quality of the food and service should make it popular with everyone else.

We chose from a wide-ranging menu, the food being of a very high standard but not a high price. Clearly there was something to suit all tastes, with the expected emphasis on local fish and other produce. Lobster was available, for example, but only after consultation with the local fishing fraternity!

Sitting comfortably in a well appointed room and served by attentive staff the meal became one of the high points of the day, and the hotel is one which deserves both its awards and our recommendation.

When you’re in Conwy see the harbour, the town and the Castle…but eat at the Castle Hotel.
