In the small market town of Bishops Castle in South Shropshire, with the Shropshire Hills in the distant is the Castle Hotel….

In an age when the number of drinkers in pubs is in steep decline those willing to continue have to widen what they offer. The Castle offers many locally sourced ingredients in the meals it offers, a feat which is not difficult as the small town is itself surrounded by farms and boasts a cattle market within its boundaries. 

Dinner was served in the bar area with drinks offered on arrival. We choose a good red Merlot from the reasonable sized wine list - it was fruity and was a pleasant accompaniment to the meal that was to follow.    
There was a fair selection to choose from on the menu so I selected courses I had not had recently and which would be a test of the cooking skills of the staff. The tasty soup of the day came quickly with crusty bread and was followed quite quickly with tender meat and locally sourced vegetables with new potatoes. 
The cooking was sound but not over elaborate, bringing out the best flavours and tastes on what my friends and myself had chosen.  The dessert too was homemade and was to the good standard that had been achieved throughout.
