The Cavendish Arms, Brindle, nr Chorley Lancashire

This pretty and affluent little village is situated on the B5256, in the centre of a triangle formed by Blackburn, Preston and Chorley and only a few miles from Hoghton Tower. 

The Cavendish Arms can be found at the centre of the village near to St James’ Church and the inn has a feature garden area looking out onto the surrounding countryside. Stopping in its car park (about the only parking place of any size) we entered the traditional pub and at once noted the clever use of limited refurbishment and traditional features. There is a separate bar area and a saloon bar leading on to a dining area and the pub gardens – and we particularly liked the use of stained glass windows showing heraldic and hunting scenes as well as displaying the titles of each area- traditional to a fault.
Seated in the comfortable beamed dining area we soon made our choice from the menu and after a short wait our food arrived. It should be noted here that the current management (after a recent change) have decided to add more of a ‘gastropub’ flavour to the traditional ‘pub grub’ choices  - a good thing, with a number of noted eateries within a few miles radius.

The meals we had were well prepared and tasty, promptly served by the helpful but not obtrusive staff – however it is clear that there is still some progress to be made before the Cavendish Arms can challenge its illustrious neighbours. A good meal and good value for money, then….and with more time things should be better yet.

We left well satisfied with our meals and our surroundings - indeed, the only disappointment was that the nearby church was locked up so that we couldn’t see inside, an all too common occurrence these days.

When in the area make the small detour to look at what is now the commuter village of Brindle and the Cavendish Arms and you will see why it is such a desirable location.
